They will have 

a key to open the room and will lock the room when it is not occupied. 

 

5. FIELD ACCESS (Credentials must be issued by the tournament committee and/or 

FHSAA) 

A. Individuals permitted in the dugouts during the game must be in uniform and 

recognized as working game staff member of each participating team.  Teams 

limited to uniform players and a maximum of eight (8) coaches, athletes, 

trainers, etc.  All batboy/batgirls must wear helmets with earflaps. 

B. Photographers operating on the sidelines, or their equipment, shall not at any 

time obstruct the gameôs view of any spectator.  A photographer area is 

available next to each dugout on field level with proper credentials 

C. Individuals having problems with field passes or policy on game day or during 

the game should contact the Tournament Director, a Tournament Committee 

member, and/or the liaison assigned to each team. 

 

6. OFFICALS  

A. Assignments: The selection of officials is the responsibility of the    

FHSAA.
