9.  FHSAA Officials’ Examination

A.  Online exam window: March 1-12; 50 questions (2 pt. each)


B.  Make-up exam may be taken Online from March 16-20 

C.  Officials must score a minimum of 76 on the examination to officiate varsity level games. 


D.  Officials must take & pass exam with a score of 80 or better and view rules presentation to work playoffs.

A. Supervision (1-1-3): 2-4 officials, recommend 3 for regular season, 4 officials for playoffs 

B. Jersey (1-4-1): requirements for jerseys, solid color & numbers must be the same color on the front and back 

C. Mouth & Tooth Protector (1-5-5): mouthpiece required for all players

D. Sunglasses (1-5-7): Players shall not be permitted to wear sunglasses

E. Taunting (9-1-3E): penalties in place, exemplary sportsmanship expected
