5.  FHSAA Officials’ Examination (103.02)

A.   Closed-Book exams are given ONLINE or written closed-book exam at school site ($15 sitting fee).
B. Open-Book exams are given ONLINE, 75 or better to work varsity games, qualifies as a rank 3. 

D.   The make-up exam is given ONLINE.  Those officials who cannot take the closed-book examination on the specified date may take the make-up examination, provided their written request is received in the FHSAA Office at least 7 days prior to the make-up exam window.
E.  Officials must score a minimum score (80) on the closed-book exam and complete a rules meeting to work play-offs 

F. Exam scores will be available online approximately 10 days after the written closed-book exam test date

Note:  All ONLINE testing windows open at 12:01 a.m. on the first day and close at 11:59 p.m. on the last day.
